
KOKO MARINA SOLOIST SINGING CONTEST JUDGING AND POINT SYSTEM 

Judging will be done on a one (1) to ten (10) point system with one being the 

lowest and ten being the highest. Soloist will be scored in five areas. Each Soloist 

may get up to ten (10) points in each category with a top score of fifty(50) points 

from each judge. There will be three (3) judges so the highest (perfect) over all 

score would be one hundred fifty (150) points. The Soloist with the highest score at 

the end of the contest wins the entire competition. Winner will be announced at 

5:30 pm on August 28
th

 2010 immediately following the contest.   

Area’s Soloist will be scored in: 

 Appearance – How did the Soloist look? Did his/her appearance (outfit) 

match the song selection? Did their look reflect their persona? 

 

 Vocal s – How did the Soloist sound? Did they go flat or crack?  

 

 Stage Presence - Did the Soloist command the audience? Did the Soloist 

utilize the stage? Did the Soloist look comfortable or that they were having a 

good time? 

 

 Crowd Response - Was the crowd into the Soloist? Did the audience 

respond well to the Soloist and song selection?   

 

 Overall Performance - How did the whole performance look? Did the 

Soloist connect with the audience? Would this be a performance you would
